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2.0 KIHS: THE SCHOOL
2.1 PHILOSOPHY
Earning a high school diploma (OSSD) is an important step because it prepares you for

further study or for the workplace. You will learn valuable skills and the OSSD will

demonstrate to future employers that you have the ability and commitment to complete

difficult tasks. The OSSD will open many possibilities in the future for you. Northern
youth need the  opportunity to continue strengthening their family and community bonds

as well as their linguistic and cultural knowledge, while completing their secondary

school education at home. Secondary school course deli very via up -to-date technology
available in participating First Nations to ensure our youth fully realize their potential.

2.2 PURPOSE

The purpose of Keewaytinook Internet High School is to provide programming leading to

an On tario Secondary School Diploma for young people who have chosen to remain
living in their home community but who wish to continue their formal schooling at the

high school level.

Note: Attending high school is mandatory for anyone under the age of 18.
2.3 SCHOOL STATUS

KiHS is a council operated school run by the participating communities under the
auspices of Keewaytinook Okimakanak.

KiHS is registered with the Ontario Ministry of Education as a private school. Itis
inspected by the Ministry for t he purposes of granting Ontario Secondary School Credits.

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3.0 KIHS: THE PEOPLE

3.1 THE STUDENTS: STANDARDS AND EXPECTATIONS

3.1.1 School Routines

Classes begin at 9:00 a.m. and end at 4:30 p.m. w ith an hour break for lunch at
noon. A community which changes the hours must:
A make sure that class time totals the same number of minutes as outlined
above;
A confirm the ch anges with the KiHS principal or vice - principal.

A two -hour study period take s place two times a week in the evening so that you
can complete your assignments if time is required.

Breaks of five minutes maximum take place once in the morning and once in the
afternoon.

If you miss a lot of classes without an acceptable excuse, you will be asked to
withdraw from a course, even if you are passing the course.

Acceptable reasons for absence include:
A illness with parental or medical proof;
A death in your immediate f  amily.

Unacceptable reasons for absences include:

sleeping in

having to babysit, do laundry, or other home responsibilities

escorting family members to hospital or medical appointments

being away from the community for any reason other than personal illness
or impending death of an immediate family member.

Too T To I

You are expected to be on time, every time.

A If you are more than five minutes late you are marked late.

A If you are more than 30 minutes late you may be marked  absent for th at
morning or afternoon. However you should still come to school because the
lessons still need to be completed.

You can get an alarm clock from KiHS if you need it to help you to get to school on
time.

All KiHS students sign in and out of the classroom as they would in the work world
where they are paid by the hour. Signing in and out is also done for the five

minu te break, and in the evenings. If you leave during a class session without
agreement fr om your teacher, you will be considered absent and marked absent.
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For those who work from a location other than a KiHS classroom, attendance is
still mandatory . Students are accountable for making sure they attend courses
online or by being present in the classroom (9 amto 12 pm, 1 pm to 4:30 pm, or

th e equivalent). Online student attendance will be monitored on the KiHS Moodle

site . Communication time  thatis spent with st u d e mentréeachers such as use
of phone or email and regular completion of coursew ork, will also be considered
towards online attendance.

Mp3s, IPods, and other forms of listening to music may occur a t the discretion of
the mentor.  They are a privilege, not a right.

There will b e no smoking inside the KiHS building or classroom, or anywhere on
KiHS grounds or other school grounds around the KiHS classroom.

The telephone in the classroom is for KiHS program use only. The teacher will
take a message for you if required; however do not plan on using the phone to
reply to messages.

The KiHS classroom is meant only for students and visitors including paren ts, Local
Education Authority Members and the Chief and Council. The school is not open

to your friends, brothers and sisters, or other community members. Please let

them know so that we do not embarrass them by telling them to leave.

Online Stan dards and Conduct

There will be no use of  social media during regular day time school hours. Social
media use may occur before class begins or after classes have ended IF your
teacher approves.

With the approval of your teacher, social media may be used in the evenings after
you have spent 1% hours that evening on your course work.

Your computers have been pre  -loaded with the programs required for KiHS course
work. Due to potential incompatibilities of programs, you must receive writte n
approval from the Principal or the Vice - Principal before you add any additional
software programs to the KiHS computers.

It is unacceptable for KiHS students and staff to use KiHS equipment for the

purposes of looking for, looking at, sending or re ceiving information or articles on
the Internet that:

are or might be illegal;

would be unacceptable to any parent, elder or other person in

the community;

contain indecent language;

are racist or discriminatory;

cyberbully ing;

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A discuss sexual conduct;
A do not tell the real name of the sender;
A make unauthorized  copies of licensed software or;
A display images, messages or sounds which cause discomfort to

others or violate their privacy or safety.

5. The language of instruction for KiHS courses is Canadian English, with the

exception of our Native Language courses. Students should try to always use
complete sentences, proper spelling, grammar, and pu nctuation.

3.1.3 Respect in the KiHS Classroom

As a KiHS student, you are expected to treat people and property as you would like to
be treated.

1. Use the computers and other technology with care.
2. Use the computers for school related work and educational activity only.
3. Assist each other willingly in effectively using computers, learning new

information, and understanding the assignments.

4, Ensure that the classroom is a safe, supportive learning environment for all KIHS
students and staff, free of teasing, verbal or ph ysical abuse or interference, sexual
harassment, undue borrowing, abusive language; theft, people under the influence
of drugs or alcohol, and other negative actions.

5. Let your teacher know if you expect to be absent so that s/he is not worrying
abouty ou.
6. Keep your work area clean. So that the custodians do not have to do extra

cleaning, work together to make sure the entire room is tidy at the end of the
afternoon and evening school sessions.

7. Keep all drinks and food in the designated area.
8. Use headphones only for KiHS assignments.
9. Respect visitors in our classroom (our parents, elders, community members,

outside visitors) by making them welcome.

3.2 PARTNERSINTHEK |HS CLASSROOM

Many different people are involved in making the best possible program for KiHS
students. KiHS relies heavily on direction and support from people and services within
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each community. Several programs with Keewaytinook Okimakanak also contribute to a

succe ssful KiHS program.
3.2.1 Parental Support and Involvement

We know that all parents want the best for their children. Parents hope that their

children will make positive decisions and live a good lifestyle. Your parents will want to

celebrate your achievements with you when you are successful at KiHS. KiHS asks that
parents support you in the following ways. Please make sure that your relatives see this
handbook so they know how to help you succeed.

Parents of KI ~ HS students can help when t hey:

1. Provide a secure home environment including the basic necessities of food,
shelter, and clothing to enable your child to focus on getting an education;

2. Show interest in your child as a KiHS student and interest in the skills and

knowledge tha t s/he is learning;

3. Provide emotional support and encouragement;
4, Provide direction to ensure that homework is done consistently as required;
5. Keep in touch with the teacher and KiHS administration to ensure that your child

as a KiHS student is working to capacity, and contributing to the school and
community environments;

6. Let KiHS know if there are ways that staff can support your child or if changes
need to be made in the way that KiHS works;

7. Keep in touch with other parents and comm unity representativ. - es to provide
support for KIHS  so that you all of the KiHS students do their best in school;

8. Act as a role -model to help for you as a KiHS student to acquire positive working
and living styles.

3.2.2 Parent Council

This year your teacher and your parents will have a chance to meet as a group that can
work together to support you, and celebrate your successes with you. The Parent
Council may take a different form and/or have a different role in each community.

Would you like to have a chance to teach your parents your computer skills? Would you
like them to chaperone so that you can have a social event? Think about how you would
like your parents to be involved in KiHS.
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3.2.3 KIHS Steering Committee Member

Your community has chosen a person to sit on a committee with other members from

other KiHS partner communities. Find out who the person is in your community. As a

liaison between your classroom, other participating communities, and the KiHS

administration, y  our KiHS steering committee member can help make changes that

mean a more successful program for you.

3.2.4 Participating C ommunity Chiefs and Councils

The Chief and Council of YOUR community have given their efforts and their support to

see that the KiH S program is available to you. They have provided:

A a building for your classroom;

A shared access to the gymnasium and related equipment;

A a person (the KiHS Steering Committee member) who can tell the
KiHS program what is working and what re quires changing;

A the opportunity for you to take the KiHS program.

You can show your appreciation by doing your best in your school work.

3.2.5 Keewaytinook Okimakanak

The Chiefs of Keewaytinook Okimakanak started KiHS. They invited more communities

to participate knowing that it would make a stronger program for you with more choices.

The administration is housed at Northern Chiefs as are your school records.

4.0 Kl HS: THE PROGRAM

4.1 KIHS - AN INTERNET HIGH SCHOOL

As a KiHS student, you take two courses each half semester. (8 Coursesl/year)

A You come to school at your community KiHS classroom every day, all
day.

A In the morning, you go to the KiHS home page at www.kihs.knet.ca , and read the
announcements.

A You enter your online cours  es and read the announcements, the discussion area,
your assessment, and any other notes from your teacher.

A You spend a few minutes organizing your day, making sure that you do some work
in each subject every day.

A Sometimes you work on your own, on or off the computer. Other times, you work

with a partner or a small group. Your teacher mentor is there to help you and to
edit your work before you submit it.

A You m ust co mplete and submit all of the weekds assignments

4.1.3 Hints for Writing Good Notes Online

Good online notes are iIimportant becaus ¢hataretoa onodt
long, too short, too mixed up, or not easy to understand. Here are some hints for writing
good notes.
1. Keep a piece of scrap paper handy.
As you read through other peopl tétgouwanmtttoe s, | ot
comment on, orneedto referto later. Note the name of the writer; t he time the

note was written,  and a word or two that will remind you what the note is about.

2. Use the subject line carefully.
The subject line tells the reader , iIn one word or a few words, what the note is
about. If the note is replying to a note that has be en written before, it will say RE:

then the subject

3. Write in Standard English

As a KiHS student, we must always pract ice good English. That includes writing in
sentences and paragraphs, and using a spell checker.

4. Read your note over.
If you are alone, read it out loud. Reading it over will help you decide whether it

makes sense, or whether you may have left a word out.

5. Sign your note with your first name.

6. Keep the note all about one topic.
If you have another comment about another subject, write a separate note, with
thetopicinthesu bj ect | i ne. For exampl e, avoid sayin
happening in my community and my keyboard i sn
7. Break your note into paragraphs. Leave a line between paragraphs.
It makes it easier to read. Otherwise a note looks like one big blob of bubble gum.
8. Limit the length of your notes to 2 screens.

Two screens is all a person needs to make a point or ask a question. If the
assignment is to tell a story, you may want to use more than this.
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9. Look at other people’s notes.
Think about what makes them easy to read or understand. Then copy the style in
your own notes.

4.2.1 Your Teacher Mentor

Your Teacher M entor is here to support you in completing your work on a daily basis.
The Teacher Mentor will also help you:

A understand how you  can improve your overall marks in every subject area,;

A help you develop and review your Individual Pathway Plan ;

A help you plan and complete your volunteer community involvement hours .

As you grow and learn ~ how to be successful in KiHS courses, you will need your teacher
mentor less often. Your goal by the end of the year is to be a self - sufficient life -
long learner.

4.2.2 Hints for Being Successful Students
What does it take to be successful ? Hereis what online teachers say:

1. Successful students read carefully and understand the information and
notes that are on and off line;

2. Successful students get organized and stay organized,;

3. Successful students get a general understanding of how the course is
going to run before jumping into assignments;

4, Successful students respond online as requested,;
5. Successful students get their assignments submitted on time;
6. Successful students do the best w ork possible in the time provided, but

always submit whatever it is they have at the end of the week;

7. Successful students use time wisely;
8. Successful students stay on task;
9. Successful students get over being afraid to ask the online tea cher and

teacher mentor for help;
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10.  Successful students help other students if needed to:
A use the computer;
A egtheir notes (accessing K -Net)
use pr ogr amsNetsthedkdyboarding program, and word
processing;

11. Successful student s realize that there is much to be learned from other
students as well as from the teachers;

12.  Successful students work cooperatively and efficiently with other
students;
13. Successful students contribute as much as is received;

14.  Successful students learn how to get technology working for them;

15.  Successful students think of challenging tasks as being fun, - even when
the work is hard.

16.  Successful students put lots of energy into the task, and therefore get lots
of rewards for the  effort.

4.3 SUPPORT PROGRAMS AND SERVICES AT KIHS

4.3.1 Student Support Services

Students attending KiHS who need extra support to learn or help them learn English as
first language can look to the First Nation Student Success Program (FNSSP) or the
Special Education Resource Teacher . FNSSP has many supports and services that
include:

Students attending KiHS who need an Individual Education Plan (IEP) are assist edin
their program through the services of Melissa Black , KiHS Special Education = Resource
Teacher . Melissa travels to communities at the request of teachers and or students to

provide assessment and programming services. A variety of supportive educatio nal aids
and programs enable students with IEPs to obtain their OSSD or OSSC or COA.

4.3.2 The Individual Pathway Plan

This year, you will prepare an Individual Pathway Plan . You will have the help of your
teacher mentor as your advisor, your parents, and the KiHS guidance counselor.
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Your Individual Pathway  Plan will help you:
A think about what you want to do in life and where you want to go;
A decide what courses you need to take in order to get there;
A help you locate work and volunteer experienc es in and out of school.
Later in the year  on a regular basis such as after each reporting period , you will review

the plan to see if you are meeting your goals or whether you want to change your goals.

KiHS uses an online portfolio  platform to help students with their annual program goals
and Individual Pathway Plan. This will allow students to get access to theirs goals and
plans anywhere at  any point in time via online. Students can also use the journal
features to write thoughts and comments on their action plans and goals during the
school year. For more information on how to access and edit the online portfolio, the
local KiHS teacher will be available to help students.

4.3.3 Administration Staff

The Tribal Council Keewaytinoo  k Okimakanak (KO) has developed a Board of Education
called the Keewaytinook Okimakanak Board of Education (KOBE) which is w orking with
educational program ing for KO communities to improve delivery and expand on existing
services when possible. KiHS is one of the programs under KOBE. At KiHS, our

5.4 COURSE DESCRIPTIONS

AVI20 Visual Arts, Grade 10, Open

This course emphasizes learning through practice; building on what students know; and
introducing them to new ideas, materials, and processes for artistic thinking and
experimentation. Student learning will include the refined application of the elements
and principles of design, incorporating the creative and design processes, and the
relationship between form and content. Students will also learn about the connections
between works of art and their historical contexts. Course objectives may be achieved
either through a comprehensive program or through a program focused on a particular
art form (e.g., drawing, painting).

AMS30 Media Arts, Grade 11, Open

This course enables students to create media art works using available and emerging
technologies such as  computer animation, digital imaging, and video, and a variety of
media. Students will explore the elements and principles of media arts, the connections
between contemporary media art works and traditional art forms, and the importance of
using responsibl e practices when engaged in the creative process. Students will develop
the skills necessary to create and interpret media art works.

AMU10 Music, Grade 9, Open

This course emphasizes the creation and performance of music at a level consistent with
previo us experience and is aimed at developing technique, sensitivity, and imagination.
Students will develop musical literacy skills by using the creative and critical analysis
processes in composition, performance, and a range of reflective and analytical

acti vities. Students will develop an understanding of the conventions and elements of
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music and of safe practices related to music, and will develop a variety of skills

transferable to other areas of their life.

BAF3M Financial Accounting Fundamentals, Grade 11, University/College
Preparation

This course introduces students to the fundamental principles and procedures of

accounting. Students will develop financial analysis and decision -making skills that will
assist them in future studies and/or career oppor tunities in business. Students will
acquire an understanding of accounting for a service and a merchandising business,
computerized accounting, financial analysis, and ethics and current issues in accounting.

BBI20 In troduction to Business, Grade 10, Open

This course introduces students to the world of business. Students will develop an
understanding of the functions of business, including accounting, marketing, information
and communication technology, human resources, and production, and of the

impo rtance of ethics and social responsibility. This course builds a foundation for further
studies in business and helps students develop the business knowledge and skills they
will need in their everyday lives.

BDI3C Entrepreneurship : The Venture |, Grade 11 , College

This course focuses on ways in which entrepreneurs recognize opportunities, generate
ideas, and organize resources to plan successful ventures that enable them to achieve
their goals. Students will create a venture plan for a school -based or student -run
business. Through hands -on experiences, students will have opportunities to develop the
values, traits, and skills most often associated with successful entrepreneurs.

BDV4C Entrepreneurial Studies: Venture Planning in an Electronic Age :
Grad e 12, College

This course provides students with the opportunity to develop and apply entrepreneurial

skills through the creation of a venture plan that capitalizes on the potential of e -
commerce. Students  will research and identify an opportunity for a ve nture. They will
then complete the components

of a venture plan that includes a website

BTTIO Introduction to Information Technology in Business, Grade 9, Open

This course will introduce students to information and communication technology in a
business environment and builds a foundations of digital literacy skills necessary for
success in a technologically driven society. Students will develop word processing,
spreadsheet, database, desktop publishing, presentation software, and website design
skills. Throughout the course, there is an emphasis on digital literacy, effective
electronic research and communication skills, and current issues related to the impact of
information and communication technology.

CGC1D Issues in Canadian Geography, Grade 9, Academic Compulsory

This course examines interrelationships within a
systems and how these systems interconnect with those in other parts of the world.

Students will explore environmental, economic, and social geographic issues relating to
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topics such as transportation options, energy choices, and urban development. Students
will apply the concepts of geographic thinking and the geographic inquiry process,
including spatial technologies, to investigat e various geographic issues and to develop

possible approaches for making Canada a more sustainable place to live.

CGC1P Issues in Canadian Geography, Grade 9, Applied Compulsory

This course focuses on current geographic issues that affect Canadi ans. Students will

draw on their personal and everyday experiences as they explore issues relating to food

and water supplies, competing land uses, interactions with the natural environment, and
other topics relevant to sustainable living in Canada. They w ill also develop an

awareness that issues that affect their lives in Canada are interconnected with issues in

other parts of the world. Throughout the course, students will use the concepts of

geographic thinking, the geographic inquiry process, and spatial technologies to guide

and support their investigations.

CGG30 Travel and Tourism: A Geographic Perspective, Grade 11, Open

This course focuses on issues related to travel and tourism within and between various
regions of the world. Students wi Il investigate unique environmental, sociocultural,
economic, and political characteristics of selected world regions. They will explore travel
patterns and trends as well as tensions related to tourism, and will predict future

tourism destinations. Studen ts will apply the concepts of geographic thinking and the
geographic inquiry process, including spatial technologies, to investigate the impact of

the travel industry on natural environments and human communities. Prerequisite:
Canadian Geographic Issues , Grade 9, Academic or Applied

CHC2D Canadian History Since World War |, Grade 10, Academic

Compulsory

This course explores social, economic, and political developments and events and their

impact on the lives of different groups in Canada since 1914. Stu dents will examine the

role of conflict and cooperation in Canadian soc
global community, and the impact of various individuals, organizations, and events on

Canadian identity, citizenship, and heritage. They will dev elop their ability to apply the

concepts of historical thinking and the historical inquiry process, including the

interpretation and analysis of evidence, when investigating key issues and events in

Canadian history since 1914.

CHC2L Canadian History Since World War 1, Grade 10, Locally Developed
Compulsory

This course focuses on the connections between the student and key people, events,

and themes in Canadian history from World War | to the present. Students prepare for

the Grades 11 and 12 Workpla  ce Preparation history courses through the development
and extension of historical literacy and inquiry skills. Students explore a variety of topics
highlighting individuals and events that have contributed to the story of Canada. The

major themes of Canad ian identity, internal and external relationships, and changes
since 1914, are explored through guided investigation. Students have the opportunity to
extend analytical skills with a focus on identifying and interpreting events and
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perspectives and making connections. Students practise reading, writing, and visual

skills to identify and communicate ideas in a variety of forms.

CHC2P Canadian History Since World War |, Grade 10, Applied Compulsory
This course focuses on the social context of historical developments and events and how

they have affected the lives of people in Canada since 1914. Students will explore

interactions between various communities in Canada as well as contributions of

indivi duals and groups to Canadian heritage and identity. Students will develop their

ability to apply the concepts of historical thinking and the historical inquiry process,

including the interpretation and analysis of evidence, when investigating the continuin g
relevance of historical developments and how they have helped shape communities in

present -day Canada.

CLN4U Canadian and International Law, Grade 12, University Preparation

This course explores a range of contemporary legal issues and how they are addressed
in both Canadian and international law. Students will develop an understanding of the

principles of Canadian and international law and of issues related to human rights and

freedoms, conflict resolution, and criminal, environmental, and workplac e law, both in
Canada and internationally. Students will apply the concepts of legal thinking and the

legal studies inquiry process, and will develop legal reasoning skills, when investigating

these and other issues in both Canadian and international conte xts. Prerequisite: Any
university or university/college preparation course in Canadian and world studies,

English, or social sciences and humanities.

CHV20 Civics an d Citizenship, Grade 10, Open. A half credit. Compulsory
This course explores rights and responsibilities associated with being an active citizen in

a democratic society. Students will explore issues of civic importance such as healthy

schools, community planning, environmental responsibility, and the influence of social
media, while developing their understanding of the role of civic engagement and of

political processes in the local, national, and/or global community. Students will apply

the concepts of political thinking and the political inquiry process to in vestigate, and

express informed opinions about, a range of political issues and developments that are

both of significance in todayds world and of per
ENG1D English, Grade 9, Academic Compulsory

This course is designed to develop t he oral communication, reading, writing, and media
literacy skills that students need for success in their secondary school academic

programs and in their daily lives. Students will analyse texts from contemporary and
historical periods, interpret informa tional and graphic texts, and create oral, written, and
media texts in a variety of forms. An important focus will be on the use of strategies

that contribute to effective communication. The course is intended to prepare students

for the Grade 10 academi ¢ English course, which leads to university or college
preparation in Grade 11 and 12.

ENG1 L English, Grade 9, Locally Developed Compulsory
This course provides foundational literacy and communication skills to prepare students
for success in their d aily lives, in the workplace, in the Grade 10 LDCC Course. The
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course is organized by strands that develop listening and talking skills, reading and
viewing skills, and writing skills. In all strands, the focus is on developing foundational
literacy skill s and on using language clearly and accurately in a variety of authentic
contexts. Students develop strategies and put into practice the processes involved in
talking, listening, reading, viewing, writing, and thinking, and reflect regularly upon their

growth in these areas.

ENG2D English, Grade 10, Academic Compulsory

This course is designed to extend the range of oral communication, reading, writing, and
media literacy skills that students need for success in their secondary school academic
programs and in their daily lives. Students will analyse literary texts from contemporary
and historical periods, interpret and evaluate informational and graphic texts, and create

oral, written, and media texts in a variety of forms. An important focus will be on the
selective use of strategies that contribute to effective communication. This course is

intended to prepare students for the compulsory Grade 11 university or college
preparation course. Prerequisi te: English, Grade 9, Academic or Applied

ENG1P English, Grade 9, Applied Compulsory

This course is designed to develop the key oral communication, writing, and media

literacy skills students need for success in secondary school and daily life. Students will
read, interpret, and create a variety of informational, literary, and graphic texts. An

important focus will be on identifying and using appropriate strategies and processes to

i mprove studentsd6 comprehension of textarlyandd t o
effectively. The course is intended to prepare students for the Grade 10 applied English

course, which leads to college and workplace preparation courses in Grade 11 and 12.

ENG2L English, Grade 10, Locally Developed Compulsory

In this cour se, students focus on extending their literacy and communication skills to
prepare for success in their daily lives, in the workplace, in the English, Grade 11,
Workplace Preparation course, or in the English: Contemporary Aboriginal Voices, Grade
11, Work place Preparation course.

The course is organized by strands that extend listening and talking skills, reading and
viewing skills, and writing skills. In all strands, the focus is on refining foundational
literacy skills and on using language clearly and a ccurately in a variety of authentic
contexts. Students build on their strategies and engage in the processes involved in
talking, listening, reading, viewing, writing, and thinking. Students reflect regularly upon
their growth in these areas. Prerequisite : A Grade 9 English credit

ENG2P English, Grade 10, Applied Compulsory

This course is designed to extend the range of oral communication, writing, and media

literacy skills students need for success in secondary school and daily life. Students will

study and create a variety of informational, literary, and graphic texts. An important
focus will be on the consolidation of strategies and processes that help students

interpret texts and communicate clearly and effectively. This course is designed to

prepare students for the compulsory Grade 11 college or workplace preparation course.
Prerequisite: English, Grade 9, Academic or Applied
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ENG3C English, Grade 11, College Preparation

This course emphasizes the development of literacy, communication, and critical and

creative thinking skills necessary for success in academic and d aily life. Students will
study the content, form, and style of a variety of informational and graphic texts, as well

as literary texts from Canada and other countries, and create oral, written, and media

texts in a variety of forms for practical and acade mic purposes. An important focus will
be on using language with precision and clarity. The course is intended to prepare
students for the compulsory Grade 12 college preparation course. Prerequisite: English,

Grade 10, Applied

ENG3E English, Grade 11, Workplace Preparation

This course emphasizes the development of literacy, communication, and critical and

creative thinking skills necessary for success in the workplace and in daily life. Students

will study the content, form, and style of a variety of contemporary informational,

graphic, and literary texts; create oral, written, and media texts in a variety of forms for

practical purposes. An important focus will be on using language clearly and accurately

in a variety of formal and informal contexts. The course is intended to prepare students

for the compulsory Grade 12 workplace preparation course. Prerequisite: English, Grade
10, Applied or Academic

ENG3U English, Grade 11, University Preparation

This course emphasizes the development of literacy, communication, and critical and

creative thinking skills necessary for success in academic and daily life. Students will

analyse challenging literary texts from various periods, countries, and cultures, a s well
as a range of informational and graphic texts, and create oral, written, and media texts

in a variety of forms. An important focus will be on using language with precision and

clarity and incorporating stylistic devices appropriately and effectively . The course is
intended to prepare students for the compulsory Grade 12 university or college

preparation course.  Prerequisite: English, Grade 10, Academic

ENG4C English, Grade 12, College Preparation

This course emphasizes the consolidation of literacy , communication, and critical and
creative thinking skills necessary for success in the workplace and in daily life. Students

will analyse a variety of informational and graphic texts, as well as literary texts from

various countries and cultures, and cre ate oral, written, and media texts in a variety of
forms for practical and academic purposes, An important focus will be on using language

with precision and clarity and developing greater control in writing. The course is

intended to prepare students for college or the workplace. Prerequisite: English, Grade
11, College Preparation

ENG4E English, Grade 12, Workplace Preparation
This course emphasizes the consolidation of literacy, communication, and critical and

creative thinking skills necessary for s uccess in the workplace and in daily life. Students
will analyse informational, graphic, and literary texts and create oral, written, and media
texts in a variety of forms for workplace -related and practical purposes. An important

focus will be on using|  anguage accurately and organizing ideas and information
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coherently. This course is intended to prepare students for the workplace and active

citizenship.  Prerequisite: English, Grade 11, Workplace Preparation

ENG4U English, Grade 12, College Preparation

This course emphasizes the consolidation of the literacy, communication, and critical and
creative thinking skills necessary for success in academic and daily life. Students will

analyse a range of challenging literary texts from various period s, countries, and
cultures; interpret and evaluate informational and graphic texts; and create oral,

written, and media texts in a variety of forms. An important focus will be on using

academic language coherently and confidently, selecting the reading str ategies best
suited to particular texts and particular purposes for reading, and developing greater

control in writing. The course is intended to prepare students for university, college, or

the workplace . Prerequisite: English, Grade 11, University Prepar ation

EWC4 C Writer’s Craft Collée Rreparatidn2 ,

This course emphasizes knowledge and skills related to the craft of writing. Students will
investigate models of effective writing; use a workshop approach to write a variety of

works; and ma ke considered decisions for improving the quality of their writing. They

will also complete a creative or analytical independent study project and investigate
opportunities for publication and for writing careers. Prerequisite: English, Grade 11,
College P reparation or University Preparation

EWC4 U Writer’'s Cr aft UniversityBrepardti@n,

This course emphasizes knowledge and skills related to the craft of writing. Students will
analyse models of effective writing; use a workshop approach to produce a range of

works; identify and use techniques required for specialized forms of writing; and identify
effective ways to improve the quality of their writing. They will also complete a major

paper as part of a creative or analytical independent study project and investigate
opportunities for publication and for writing careers. Prerequisite: English, Grade 11,
University Preparation

OLC40 English, Grade 12, The Ontario Secondary School Literacy Course

This course is designed to help students acquire and demonstrate the cross -curricular
literacy skills that are evaluated by the Ontario Secondary School Literacy Test (OSSLT).
Students who complete the course successfully will meet the provincial literacy

requirement for graduation. Students will read a variety of informational, narrative, and

graphic texts and will produce a variety of forms of writing, including summaries,

information paragraphs, opinion pieces, and news reports. Students will also mainta in
and manage a portfolio containing a record of their reading experiences and samples of

their writing. Eligibility requirement: Students who have been eligible to write the OSSLT

at least twice and who have been unsuccessful at least once are eligible to take the
course. (Students who have already met the literacy requirement for graduation may be
eligible to take the course under special circumstances, at the discretion of the

principal.)

GLC20 Care er Studies, Grade 10, Open. A half credit. Compulsory
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This cours e teache s students how to develop and achieve personal goals for future
learning, work, and community involvement. Students will assess their interests, skills,
and characteristics and investigate current economic and workplace trends, work
opportunities, and ways to search for work. The course explores postsecondary learning
and career options, prepares students for managing work and life transitions, and helps

students focus on their goals through the development of career plans.

GLC20-C Cooperative Education, Grade 10 Open

This course is designed to suit the studentsd st
enhance the studentodés preparation for the future
and placement component. Through these two components, the cooperative education

course prepares the student for successful participation in a work placement; provides

sufficient time and various opportunities at the placement to enable the student to apply

and further develop the knowledge and skills acquired in the Career Studies cours e; and
provides opportunities for the student to integrate the learning acquired in school and at

the placement. Prerequisite: GLC20 Career Studies

GLS10 Learning Strategies 1: Skills for Success in the Secondary School,

Grade 9, Open

This course focus es on learning strategies to help students become better, more
independent learners. Students will learn how to develop and apply literacy and
numeracy skills, personal  -management skills, and interpersonal and teamwork skills to
improve their learning and achievement in school, the workplace, and the community.
The course helps students build confidence and motivation to pursue opportunities for
success in secondary school and beyond.

HHG4M Human Development throughout the Lifespan , Grade 12,

Universit y/College Preparation

This course offers a multidisciplinary approach to the study of human development

throughout the lifespan. Students will learn about a range of theoretical perspectives on
human development. They will examine threats to healthy develo pment as well as
protective factors that promote resilience. Students will learn about physical, cognitive,

and social -emotional development from the prenatal period through old age and will
develop their research and inquiry skills by investigating issues related to human
development.  Prerequisite: Any university, university/college, or college preparation

course in social sciences and humanities, English, or Canadian and world studies

HHS4C Familiesin  Canada , Grade 12, College/University Preparation

This course enables students to develop an understanding of social science theories as

they apply to individual development, the development of intimate relationships, and

family and parent -child relationships. Students will explore a range of issues relating to
the development of individuals and families in contemporary Canadian society as well as

in other cultures and historical periods. They will develop the investigative skills required

to conduct research on individuals, intimate relations hips, and parent -child roles and
relationships in Canada. Prerequisite: Any university, university/college, or college
preparation course in social sciences and humanities, English, or Canadian and world

studies
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HIF1 O Exploring Family Studies, Grade 9, Open

This course explores, within the context of families, some of the fundamental challenges
people face: how to meet basic needs, how to relate to others, how to manage

resources, and how to become responsible members of society. Students will explore
adolescent development and will have opportunities to develop interpersonal, decision
making, and practical skills related to daily life. They will learn about the diverse ways in

which families function in Canada and will use research skills as they explore topics
related to individual and family needs and resources.

HIP40O Personal Life Management, Grade 12, Open
This course focuses on preparing students for living independently and working
successfully with others. Students will learn to manage personal r esources to meet their

basic needs for food, clothing, and housing. They will also learn about their personal,
legal, and financial responsibilities and develop and apply interpersonal skills in order to
make wise and responsible personal and occupational choices. Students will apply
research and inquiry skills while investigating topics related to personal life

management. The course emphasizes the achievement of expectations through practical
experiences.

HPC3 O Raising Healthy Children, Grade 11, Open

This course focuses on the skills and knowledge parents, guardians, and caregivers

need, with particular emphasis on maternal health, pregnancy, birth, and the early years

of human development (birth to six years old). Through study and practical experience,
students will learn how to meet the developmental needs of young children,

communicate with them, and effecti vely guide their early behaviour, how to meet the
developmental needs of young children, communicate with them, and effectively guide

their early behaviour. Students will develop their research skills through investigations

related to caregiving and child rearing.

HPW3C Working with In fants and Young Children, Grade 11, College

Preparation

This course prepares students for occupations involving children from birth to six years

of age. Students will study theories about child behaviour and development, and will

have opportunities forre  search and observation and for practical experiences with young
children. Students will become familiar with occupational opportunities and requirements
related to working with infants and young children. They will also have opportunities to
develop resear ch and critical -thinking skills as they investigate and evaluate current
research about early childhood education.

HRF3 O World Religions and Belief Traditions in Daily Life, Grade 11, Open
This course enables students to study world religions and belief traditions in local,
Canadian, and global contexts. Students will explore aspects of the human quest for
meaning and will examine world religions and belief traditions as exemplified in vario us
sacred teachings and principles, rites, and passages. They will also study the interaction
throughout history between society and various belief traditions, and will have
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opportunities to develop research and inquiry skills related to the study of world

religions and belief traditions.

LNCAO/LNLAO/LNOAO Native Languages (Cree, Oji -Cree, Ojibway), Level 1
This course is open to the entire student body and will allow students, who have no prior
Native language experience to develop an appreciation for a Native language and

culture, to explore and experience a unique world view, and to learn to speak a Native
language. Students will use the language being studied for greetings and daily routines,
become familiar with its writing and sound system, and pract ice basic vocabulary and
phrases. Students will also use information technology during course related activities.

LNCBO/LNLBO/LNOBO Native Languages (Cree, Oji - Cree, Ojibway), Level 2
This course will enable students to experience the unique respect for life that permeates
Native languages and cultures. Students will expand their vocabulary and knowledge of

phrases and expressions, using them in simple dialogues, narrative writing, grammatical
constructions, and reading, and to exchange information electr onically. This course is
open to any student who has successfully completed at least four years of elementary

Native languages study, has successfully completed NL1, or demonstrates the required
proficiency.

MAT1L Mathemati cs, Grade 9, Locally Developed Compulsory

This course emphasizes further development of mathematical knowledge and skills to

prepare students for success in their everyday lives, in the workplace, and in the Grade

10 LDCC course. The course in organized in three strands related to mon ey sense,
measurement, and proportional reasoning. In all strands, the focus is on developing and
consolidating key foundational mathematical concepts and skills by solving authentic,

everyday problems. Students have opportunities to further develop their mathematical
literac y and problem -solving skills and  to continue developing their skills in reading,

writing, and oral language through relevant and practical math activities.

MAT2L Mathematics, Grade 10, Locally Developed , Compulsory
This course emphasizes the extension of mathematical knowledge and skills to prepare
students for success in their e veryday lives, in the workplace , and in the Grade 11

Mathematics Workplace Preparation course. The course is organized in three strands
related to mone y sense, measurement, and proportional reasoning. In all strands, the
focus is on strengthening and extending key foundational mathematical concepts and

skills by solving authentic, everyday problems. Students have opportunities to extend

their mathemati cal literacy and problem  -solving skills and to continue developing their
skills in reading, writing, and oral language through relevant and practical math

activities. Prerequisite: A Grade 9 Mathematics credit

MBF3C Foundations of College Mathematics , Grade 11, College Preparation
This course enables students to broaden their understanding of mathematics as a

problem -solving tool in the real world. Students will extend their understanding of

quadratic relations; investigate situations involving expone ntial growth; solve problems
involving compound interest; solve financial problems connected with vehicle ownership;
develop their ability to reason by collecting, analysing, and evaluating data involving one
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variable; connect probability and statistics; a nd solve problems in geometry and
trigonometry. Students will consolidate their mathematical skills as they solve problems
and communicate their thinking. Prerequisite: Mathematics, Grade 10, Academic or

Applied

MCT4C Mathematics for College Technology, Grade 12, College Preparation
This course enables students to extend their knowledge of functions. Students will
investigate and apply properties of polynomial, exponential, and trigonometric functions;
continue to represent functions numerical ly, graphically, and algebraically; develop
facility in simplifying expressions and solving equations; and solve problems that

address applications of algebra, trigonometry, vectors, and geometry. Students will

reason mathematically and communicate their t hinking as they solve multi -step
problems. This course prepares students for a variety of college technology programs.
Prerequisite: Functions and Applications, Grade 11, University/College Preparation, or
Functions, Grade 11, University Preparation

MCR 3U Functions, Grade 11, University Preparation

This course introduces the mathematical concept of the function by extending students'
experiences with linear and quadratic relations. Students will investigate properties of

discrete and continuous functio ns, including trigonometric and exponential functions;
represent functions numerically, algebraically, and graphically; solve problems involving
applications of functions; investigate inverse functions; and develop facility in

determining equivalent algebr aic expressions. Students will reason mathematically and
communicate their thinking as they solve multi -step problems.  Prerequisite: Principles of
Mathematics, Grade 10, Academic

MDM4U Mathematics of Data Management , Grade 12, University Preparation
This course broadens studentsd understanding
data. Students will apply methods for organizing and analysing large amounts of

information; solve problems involving probability and statistics; and carry out a

culminat ing investigation that integrates statistical concepts and skills. Students will also

refine their use of the mathematical processes necessary for success in senior

mathematics. Students planning to enter university programs in business, the social

science s, and the humanities will find this course of particular interest. Prerequisite:
Functions, Grade 11, University Preparation, or Functions and Applications, Grade 11,
University/College Preparation

MELS3E Mathematics for Everyday Life, Grade 11, Workplace Preparation

This course enables students to broaden their understanding of mathematics as it is

applied in important areas in day -to-day living. Students will solve problems associated
with earning money, paying taxes , and making purchases; appl vy calculations of simple
and compound interest in saving, investing, and borrowing; and calculate the costs of
transportation and travel in a variety of settings . Prerequisite: Mathematics, Grade 9,
Academic or Applied

MFM2P Foundations of Mathematics, Grade 10, Applied Compulsory

of
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This course enables students to consolidate their understanding of linear relationships
and extend their problem  -solving and algebraic skills through investigation, the effective

use of technology , and hands -on activities. Students will develop and graph equations

in analytical geometry; solve and apply linear systems, using real -life examples; and
explore and interpret graphs of quadratic relations. Students will investigate similar

triangles, t he trigonometry of right triangles, and the measurement of three -dimensional
figures. Students will consolidate their mathematical skills as they solve problems and
communicate their thinking. Prerequisite: Mathematics, Grade 9, Academic or Applied

MPM1 D Principles of Mathematics, Grade 9, Academic Compulsory

This course enables students to develop an understanding of mathematical concepts

related to algebra, analytic geometry, and measurement and geometry through

investigation, the effective use of technology, and abstract reasoning. Students will
investigate relationships, which they will then generalize as equations of lines, and will

determine the connections between different representations of a linear relation. They

will also explore relationsh  ips that emerge from the measurement of three -dimensional
figures and two -dimensional shapes. Students will reason mathematically and

communicate their thinking as they solve multi -step problems. Mathematical process
expectations. The mathematical processe s are to be integrated into student learning in

all areas of this course.

MPM2D Principles of Mathematics, Grade 10, Academic Compulsory
This course enables students to broaden their understanding of relationships and extend
their problem -solving and al gebraic skills through investigation, the effective use of
technology, and abstract reasoning. Students will explore quadratic relations and their
applications; solve and apply linear systems; verify properties of geometric figures using
analytic geometry;  and investigate the trigonometry of right and acute triangles.
Students will reason mathematically and communicate their thinking as they solve multi
step problems. Mathematical process expectations. The mathematical processes are to
be integrated into st  udent learning in all areas of this course. Prerequisite:
Mathematics, Grade 9, Academic

NAC10 Expressions of Aboriginal Cultures, Grade 9, Open

This course will explore a variety of contemporary and traditional First Nations, Métis,
and Inuit art forms such as new media, storytelling, installation and performance art.
Students will examine the interrelationships between Aboriginal art forms and individual
and cultural identities and values. They will create art works to express their own ideas
and under standing of Aboriginal identity, relationships, and sovereignty

PAD20 Healthy Living and Outdoor Activities, Grade 10, Open

This course enables students to further develop the knowledge and skills they need to

make healthy choices now and lead healthy, active lives in the future. Through

participation in a wide variety of physical activities, students develop knowledge and

skil Is related to movement competence and personal fitness that provide a foundation

for active living. Students also acquire an understanding of the factors and skills that
contribute to healthy development and learn how their own well -being is affected by,
and affects, the world around them. Students build their sense of self, learn to interact
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positively with others, and develop their ability to think critically and creatively. Students
will have many opportunities engaging themselves in the outdoor environm ent learning

teamwork, leadership, and survival skills. Students will also develop a deeper

appreciation of, and respect toward the natural environment and their own self -
competency as they pursue different challenges that will be useful for both survival

and/or enjoyment in outdoor settings.

PPL1O Healthy Active Living, Grade 9 , Open

This course emphasizes regular participation in a variety of enjoyable physical activities

that promote lifelong healthy active living. Students will learn movement skills and
principles, ways to improve personal fithess and physical competence, and safety and

injury prevention. They will investigate issues related to healthy sexuality and the use

and abuse of alcohol, tobacco, and other drugs, and will participate in activi ties designed
to develop goal -setting, communication, and social skills.

PPZ3C Health for Life, Grade 11, Open

This course enables students to examine the factors that influence their own health

practices and behaviours as well as those factors that contribute to the development of
healthy communities. It emphasizes the concept of wellness, which addresses all aspects

of well -being 1 physical, cognitive, emotional, spiritual, and social i and promotes
healthy eating, physical activity, and building an d maintaining a positive sense of self.
Students will develop the skills necessary to make healthy choices and create a personal
wellness plan. They will also design initiatives that encourage others to lead healthy,

active lives. The course prepares stude nts for college programs in health sciences,
fitness, wellness, and health promotion.

SBI3U Biology, Grade 11, University Preparation

This course furthers students' understanding of the processes that occur in biological
systems. Students will study t heory and conduct investigations in the areas of
biodiversity; evolution; genetic processes; the structure and function of animals; and

the anatomy, growth, and function of plants. The course focuses on the theoretical
aspects of the topics under study, an d helps students refine skills related to scientific
investigation . Prerequisite: Science, Grade 10, Academic

SBIl4U Biology, Grade 12, University Preparation

This course provides students with the opportunity for in -depth study of the  concepts
and processes that occur in biological systems. Students will study theory and conduct
investigations in the areas of biochemistry, metabolic processes, molecular genetics,
homeostasis, and population dynamics. Emphasis will be placed on the achievement of

detailed knowledge and the refinement of skills needed for further study in various
branches of the life  sciences and related fields. Prerequisite: Biology, Grade 11 ,
Academic

SCH3U Chemistry, Grade 11, University Preparation

This course enables students to deepen their understanding of chemistry through the
study of the properties of chemicals and chemical bonds; chemical reactions and
guantitative relationships in those reactions; solutions and solubility; and atmospheric
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che mistry and the behaviour of gases. Students will further develop their analytical skills
and investigate the qualitative and quantitative properties of matter, as well as the
impact of some common chemical reactions on society and the environment.

Prerequisite: Science, Grade 10, Academic

SCH4U Chemistry, Grade 12, University Preparation

This course enables students to deepen their understanding of chemistry through the

study of organic chemistry, the structure and properties of matter, energy ch anges and
rates of reaction, equilibrium in chemical systems, and electrochemistry. Students will

further develop their problem -solving and investigation skills as they investigate

chemical processes, and will refine their ability to communicate scientific information.
Emphasis will be placed on the importance of chemistry in everyday life and on

evaluating the impact of chemical technology on the environment. Prerequisite:
Chemistry, Grade 11, University preparation

SNC1D Science, Grade 9, Academic Compulsory

This course enables students to develop their understanding of basic concepts in biology,

chemistry, earth and space science, and physics, and to relate science to technology,

society, and the environment. Throughout the course, students will develop their ski lIs in
the processes of scientific investigation. Students will acquire an understanding of

scientific theories and conduct investigations related to sustainable ecosystems; atomic

and molecular structures and the properties of elements and compounds; the study of
the universe and its properties and components; and the principles of electricity.

SNC1L Science, Grade 9, Locally Developed Compulsory

This course enables students to deepen their knowledge and understanding of the basic
concepts in biol ogy, chemistry, earth and space science, and physics; to develop
practical skills in science investigation; and to apply their knowledge and skills to
everyday situations. Students conduct investigations into practical problems and issues
related to cells and reproduction, the structure and properties of elements and
compounds, static and current electricity, and astronomy and space exploration. A
variety of hands -on activities assist students to acquire concepts. Students will use
different reporting st  rategies to facilitate the devel opment of communication skills.

SNC1P Science, Grade 9, Applied Compulsory

This course enables students to develop their understanding of basic concepts in biology,
chemistry, earth and space science, and physics, and to apply their knowledge of
science to everyday situations. They are also given opportunities to develop practical

skills related to scientific investigation. Students will plan and conduct investigations into
practical problems and issues related to the impact of human activity on ecosystems;
the structure and properties of elements and compounds; space exploration and the
components of the universe; and static and current electricity

SNC2D Science, Grade 10, Academic Compulsory

This course enabl es students to enhance their understanding of concepts in biology,
chemistry, earth and space science, and physics, and of the interrelationships between
science, technology, society, and the environment. Students are also given opportunities
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to further de velop their scientific investigation skills. Students will plan and conduct
investigations and develop their understanding of scientific theories related to the
connections between cells and systems in animals and plants; chemical reactions, with a
particu lar focus on acid -base reactions; forces that affect climate and climate change;
and the interaction of light and matter. Prerequisite: Science, Grade 9, Academic or

Applied

SNC2L Science, Grade 10, Locally Developed Compulsory

This course emphasizes reinforcing and strengthening science -related knowledge and
skills, including scientific inquiry, critical thinking, and the environmental impact of

science and technology, to prepare students for success in everyday life, in the

workplace, and in the Grade 11 Science Workplace Preparation course. Students explore
a range of topics, including science in media, interactions of common materials,
interdependence of organisms in communities, and using electrical energy. Students

have the opportunity  to extend mathematical and scientific process skills and to continue
developing their skills in reading, writing, and oral language through relevant and
practical science activities.

SNC2P Science, Grade 10, Applied Compulsory

This course enables students to develop a deeper understanding of concepts in biology,
chemistry, earth and space science, and physics, and to apply their knowledge of

science in real -world situations. Students are given opportunities to develop further

pr actical skills in scientific investigation. Students will plan and conduct investigations

into everyday problems and issues related to human cells and body systems; chemical
reactions; factors affecting climate change; and the interaction of light and matt er.
Prerequisite: Science, Grade 9, Academic or Applied

SNC4M Science, Grade 12, University Preparation

This course enables students, including those pursuing postsecondary programs outside

the sciences, to increase their understanding of science and co ntemporary social and
environmental issues in health -related fields. Students will explore a variety of medical
technologies, pathogens and disease, nutritional science, public health issues, and
biotechnology. The course focuses on the theoretical aspects of the topics under study
and helps refine students' scientific investigation skills. Prerequisite: Science, Grade 10,
Academic, or any Grade 11 university, university/college, or college preparation course

in science

SPH3U Physics, Grade 11, University Preparation

This course develops studentsdé under st an Studems
will explore kinematics, with an emphasis on linear motion; different kinds of forces;
energy transformations; the properties of mechanical waves and sound; and electricity
and magnetism. They will enhance their scientific investigation skills as they test laws of
physics. In addition, they will analyse the interrelationships between physics and

technology, and consider the impact of technological appli cations of physics on society

and the environment. Prerequisite: Science, Grade 10, Academic

SNV3E Environment Science, Grade 11, Workplace

of
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This course provides students with the fundamental knowledge of and skills relating to
environmental science that will help them succeed in work and life after secondary
school. Students will explore a range of topics, including the impact of human activities
on the environment; human health and the environment; energy conservation; resource
science and management; an  d safety and environmental responsibility in the workplace.
Emphasis is placed on relevant, practical applications and current topics in
environmental science, with attention to the
mathematical literacy skills as well as the development of their scientific and
environmental literacy. Prerequisite: Science, Grade 9 , Academic or Applied, or any

Grade 9 or 10 Locally Developed Compulsory Credit (LDCC) course in science

SVN3M Environmental Science, Grade 11, University/Co llege Preparation

This course provides students with the fundamental knowledge of and skills relating to
environmental science that will help them succeed in life after secondary school.

Students will explore a range of topics, including the role of s cience in addressing
contemporary environmental challenges; the impact of the environment on human

health; sustainable agriculture and forestry; the reduction and management of waste;

and the conservation of energy. Students will increase their scientific and environmental
literacy and examine the interrelationships between science, the environment, and

society in a variety of areas. Prerequisite: Grade 10 Science, Applied or Academic

TGJ20 Communications Technology, Grade 10, Open

This course introduces students to communications technology from a media

perspective. Students will work in the areas of TV/video and movie production, radio and

audio production, print and graphic communications, photography, and interactive new

media an d animation. Student projects may include computer -based activities such as
creating videos, editing photos, working with audio, cartooning, developing animations,

and designing web pages. Students will also develop an awareness of environmental and
societ al issues related to communications technology, and will explore secondary and

post -secondary education and training pathways and career opportunities in the various
communications technology fields.

TGP3M Communications Technology: Photography and Digi tal Imaging,
Grade 11, College/University Preparation

This course examines communications technology from a media perspective. Students

will develop knowledge and skills as they design and produce media projects in the

areas of live, recorded, and graphic communications. Students will also develop an
awareness of related environmental and societal issues and explore college and

university programs and career opportunities in the various communications technology
fields. Emphasis on photogra  phy and digitali maging.

5.5 WAIVING A PREREQUISITE

Definition: A course that is required to be completed successfully before a student can
take another course in the same subject or area.

ref.i
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5.5.1 Waiving a Prerequisite

In order to have a prerequisite waived the student would have to demonstrate that they

have met the material in the prerequisite course. The school will provide, at the parents

or adult students request, a test based on the course expectations. If successf ul, the
prerequisite may be waived.

6.0 ONTARIO PROVINCIAL SCHOOL REQUIREMENTS

In 1999, the province of Ontario created new guidelines for secondary school courses.
KiHS follows the Ontario guidelines so that you know you are getting the same types of
courses that you would at any other secondary school in Ontario. All youth are required
to remain in secondary school until he/she has reached the age of eighteen or has
obtained an Ontario Secondary School Diploma (OSSD)

6.1 ONTARIO STUDENT RECORD (OSR)

Your Ontario Student Record (OSR) is a file folder that is started for you in kindergarten,

transfers schools when you do, and remains in your school until you complete high

school. It contains a record of your report card marks and comments from each g rade,
the schools you have attended, and relevant health information.

While you are a student at KiHS, your OSR is kept in a confidential place at th e
Keewaytinook Okimakanak Administrative office in Balmertown. You, your parents, the

teachers, principal, and supervisory officer are allowed to see these files. If you wish to
see what is in your file, you can make arrangements through your teacher mentor.

6.2 ONTARIO STUDENT TRANSCRIPT (OST)

Your OST records the credits that you have successfu lly completed towards your high
school education. The OST is kept in the Ontario Student Record (OSR).

6.3 TYPES OF COURSES

6.3.1 Grades 9 and 10

In grades 9 and 10, there are three main types of courses, - academic, appli ed and open
courses.

Acade mic courses : are more theoretical and are for students who want to attend
university.

Appliedcourses :are more fAhands ono and are for student
A student takes applied or academic courses in English,
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History, Geography, Scien  ce, and Mathematics. If you switch from one course type in
Grade 10 to the other in Grade 11, you will be asked to take an extra transfer course

(about 30 hours of work ).

Open courses : (the rest of the courses) are designed f or students taking academic or
applied courses in such subject areas as Native Studies, art, etc. Open courses are
more Aintereesdt foourse udent ofthe abkve cogrsee i t her

Locally developed courses . KiHS has specialized courses in Math, Science and
English for students who ma  y have gaps in their background in these subject areas.
Taking the course MAT14, SNC14, or ENG14 will strengthen your skills so that you are
ready for more advanced classes in these subject areas.

6.3.2 Grades 11 and 12

In Grades 11 and 12, there are four kinds of courses. Courses prepare students to
attend university, attend college, or find a job.

A University preparation courses are for you if you want to go to university.

A University/college  preparation courses are for you if you want to take certain kinds

of programs at universities and colleges.

A College preparation courses are for you if you want to go to college.

A Workplace preparation courses are for you if you want to get a job after h igh
school.

6.4 ONTARIO SECONDARY SCHOOL DIPLOMA (OSSD) REQUIREMENTS

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6.4.1 Credits

A_credit is a unit of success. A student receives a credit when they have successfully
completed 110 hours of work in a given course.

6.4.2 Community Involvement (Cl) Activities

As part of the requirements to graduate from high school in Ontario, you must complete

a total of forty (40) hours of community involvement (CI) activities. The purpose of

this involvement is:

- to help you recognize the important role that volunteerin g plays in keeping your
community strong;

- to help you become a part of your community as young adults;

- to help the community members realize the value and potential of our youth.

We recommend that you complete the 40 hours in your first two years of high school
and while you are attending school within your community.

Guidelines

- The involvement can be completed one hour at a time, or in larger chunks.

- The 40 hours may all be spent doing one activity, or may involve different activities
tot aling 40 hours.

- The work must be done without being paid for it.

- The work can only be done during school hours if the student replaces th ose hours of
class time before  the volunteer activity happens.

- You can work individually, with partners, or in groups.

- Your safety is very important. A ctivities involving having you work with power
equipment or vehicles (e.g. chain saws or sn owmobiles) must have an adult supervisor

in attendance.

- KIHS does not  provide supplies or materials for the act ivity. Nor should you have to

provide supplies or materials.

How Community Involvement (CI) Works
1. Talk with your parents and teacher regarding what work will be completed.
2. You ask a supervisor to agree to your plans.
3. You and your parent or guardian sign a Work Plan showing w hat activity you plan to
do. The plan can be for several hours or for individual hours.
4. After the work is completed, a form which confirms that the work was completed
must be signed by:
- you, the student;
- the supervisor of the volunteer work or your parent;
- your KIHS teacher.

Acceptable Activities

- flooding and maintaining the ice rink;

- helping build a baseball diamond or park;

Eldersand shut -ins:

- translation services;

- grocery shopping for elders
- computer usage

Fund raising for a community cause
If you have another activity that is not on the Ilst and that you would like to do , check
with the KiHS principal or vice - principal.

Unacceptable Activities for Community Involvement

The following activities can NOT be used as part of community involvement.

- Those for which you are paid;

- Those for which another person would usually be paid;

- Those which are partofany studen t 60 s hresponsibilities such as bringing in wood;
preparing fam ily meals; house cleaning; baby sitting.

- Those where an adult is not present and which involve tools such as chain saws or

vehicles such as snowmobiles;

- Fund raising for the high scho ol.

6.4.3 Provincial School Literacy Test

You must successfully complete the provincial secondary school literacy test in order to
earn a secondary school diploma. You write this test in your second year of high school.
If you do not pass it the first t ime, you may try again. And again.
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If you have had one unsuccessful attempt and also had one other opportunity to write
the test, you may take the Ontario Secondary School Literacy Course which is a grade

12 course that if passed will satisfy the literacy requirement.

6.5 ONTARIO SECONDARY SCHOOL CERTIFICATE (OSSC) REQUIREMENTS

The Ontario Secondary School Certificate will be granted on request to students who
leave school before earning the Ontario Secondary School Diploma, provided that they
have earn ed a minimum of 14 credits distributed as follows:

Compulsory credits (total of 7)

2 credits in English

1 credit in Canadian geography or Canadian history
1 credit in mathematics

1 credit in science

1 credit in health and physical education

1 credit in the arts or technological education

Optional credits (total of 7)
7 credits selected by the student from available courses

The provisions for making substitutions for compulsory credits (described in section 3.2:
Substitutions for Compulsory Courses) als o apply to the Ontario Secondary School
Certificate.

6.6 THE CERTIFICATE OF ACCOMPLISHMENT

Students who leave school before fulfilling the requirements for the Ontario Secondary

School Diploma or the Ontario Secondary School Certificate may be granted a Certificate
of Accomplishment. The Certificate of Accomplishment may be a useful means of

recognizing achievement for students who plan to take certain vocational programs or

other kinds of further training, or who plan to find employment after leaving s chool. The
Certificate of Accomplishment will be accompani e
Transcript. For those students who have an IEP, a copy of the IEP may be included.

Students who return to school to complete additional credit and non -credit cour ses

(including courses with modified or alternative expectations in special education
programs) will have their transcript updated accordingly, but will not be issued a new
Certificate of Accomplishment. The Ontario Secondary School Diploma or Ontario
Secondary School Certificate will be granted when a student has fulfilled the appropriate
requirements
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6.7 SUBSTITUTIONS FOR COMPULSORY CREDITS

To meet an individual stwudentdés needs, the princ
compulsory courses with other compulsory courses (for example, a math could be
replaced with an additional science). The total number of courses taken must still be 30.

The decision to make a substitution should be made only if it serves the best interests of

the student. Ifap  arent requests a substitution, - the principal decides whether or not it
is a good idea. If a principal decides that the student should make a substitution, the

parents must agree. If the parents do not agree, they can ask the supervisory officer to

revi ew the situation.

6.7 .1 Native Language

At KiHS, a student takes Native Language instead of French as the compulsory second
language credit.

6.8 STUDENT ASSESSMENT AND EVALUATION

Expectations. For every course, there is a series of items called expectations. They
tell you what you are expected to know by the end of the course. It is required that you
must be taught and assessed on your knowledge of every expectation.

- You are expected to pass a certain level of knowledge of each expectation.

- In some courses there are over 100 expectations.

Assessment . Every week, you do activities and then submit assignments. The

assignments are assessed by the teacher to see how well you ar e learning what you are
expected to learn. The marks that you get on your weekly assessments make up 70%

of your mark in each subject. Because you are expec ted to pass each expectation, you
are expected to resubmit your work if you get a failing mark (under 50) on an

assignment.

Overall Expectations . There are a set of MAoverall 6 expectati on:
your knowledge and understanding of these expectations during a final assig nment

(culminating activity) and the final exam. This is the only time that you are evaluated

on these expectations. Therefore , you must write the tests and pass the final exam in

order to pass a course.

Evaluation . At the end of the course, you are given a test or an exam or a final project

to complete. These exams check how well you can take your new learnings, blend them
with what you already know, and use your new knowledge to understand the world

better, analyze situations, solve problems and c reate new solutions. This mark makes

up 30% of your final mark.
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Plagiarism . Plagiarism occur s when you copy s ommdasnandpeetesde 6 s
that the answer is from you.

6.9 PRIOR LEARNING ASSESSMENT AND RECOGNITION (PLAR)

Prior Learning Assessment and Recognition (PLAR) is the formal evaluation and credit -

granting process whereby students may obtain credits for prior learning. Prior learning

includes the knowledge and skills that students have acquired, in both formal and

informal ways, outside secondary school. Students may have their knowledge and skills

evaluated against the expectations outlined in the provinces curriculum policy

documents in order to earn credits towards the secondary school diploma. The PLAR

process formaturestu dents involves two components fAequi va
Requirements concerning the application of these procedures differ from those of the

regular day school students because of the broader life experiences of mature students.

The @equi v aotessrfar maburegtudents involves (1) individual assessment for
the purpose of granting grade 9 or 10 credits, and/or (2) assessment of credentials and
other appropriate documentation from jurisdictions within and outside Ontario for the
purpose of granti ng credit for a grade 11 or 12 course developed from an Ontario
curriculum policy document published in 2000 or later.

The fAchallenged process for mature students is t
learning is assessed for the purpose of granting credi t for a grade 11 or 12 course
developed from an Ontario policy document published in 2000 or later.

6.9 .1 Ontario Equivalency Credit

I f a student enters KiHS from another program or
records will be reviewed. This will be done through the PLAR process whereby the grade

9/10 credits will be aligned as closely as possible with the Ontario curriculum to

determine what assessments if any need to be done.

6.10 EXPERIENTIAL LEARNING PROGRAMS

KiHS provides both online a  nd experiential learning for students, such as cooperative
education and Aboriginal Youth Entrepreneurship Program (AYEP).

6.10 .1 Cooperative Education

Cooperative Education is an opportunity for students to job shadow and experience real -
life experiences to facilitate workplace related skills. Cooperative education is also an

excellent opportunity for students to familiarize themselves with various field s of work
that may interest them so that they can first -hand see and experience what their future
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may potentially look like. This program will help students in Individual Pathways
Planning and creating an action plan to be able to pursue a career they are interested in

from this program.

6.10 .2 Aboriginal Youth Entrepreneurship Program (AYEP)

AYEP is an experiential learning program for students in Grade 11 and 12 who would like

to familiarize themselves with a business ventu re. With hands -on and online learning
opportunities , students learn the  introduction to business that will help them prepare for

the working world regardless of their choice of career. This program teaches students

about aspects of a business, such as: the way it functions; its role i n Canadian society;
opportunities it generates for individuals and Aboriginal communities; and its impact on
peopl ebs | ives.

7.0 BREAKFAST PROGRAM

7.1 WHAT IS THE BREAKFAST PROGRAM?

The breakfast program allows nutritious foods to be available to students on a daily
basis. Studies have found that students who eat a nutritious breakfast do better in

school. Not only does it fuel st udent s 6tofbnotidn nermally  and think better on a
regular basis, it allows  them to feel more energ ized and alert while completing their
course work and daily tasks throughout the day. This program encourages students and
staff to eat breakfast on a regular basis so that they continue to adhere to healthy

eating practices throughout their life time . The breakfast program does not cost
anything to the student or parents , but it is funded yearly and it provides both
breakfast and snacks. In order to take advantage of this, the student must come to the
classroom regularly. As well, different community teach ers may have different rules
when breakfast is available or served. Therefore, it is best to con tact the local KiHS
teacher as well as finding out or suggesting any healthy foods that you would like to see
available for your child
